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What is it that makes a Methodist? The Methodist Church was the first 

truly American denomination. It was founded in Baltimore as the Methodist Episco-

pal Church just before the drafting of the U.S. Constitution. But it had its begin-

nings in England a half-century earlier in the labors of two Anglican priests—

brothers named Wesley. Our Methodist Heritage is drawn from the Church of Eng-

land, with its high-church Protestantism, as well as German Pietism (Moravian), 

English Evangelicalism (Puritanism), and American Frontier Revivalism. Our theo-

logical and spiritual heirs include not only churches with the name “Methodist” or 

“Wesleyan” but also the Church of the Nazarene, the Assemblies of God, and even 

the Salvation Army. We have founded great universities and hospitals and have 

sent missionaries around the world. We have experienced upheavals over slavery, 

temperance, the right of laypersons to vote on church matters, racial integration 

and the ordination of women. Methodists were the first denomination to adopt a 

social creed and were at the forefront of the fight to end child labor. And we had a 

hand in creating that perennial favorite—once known as “Mr. Welch’s Methodist 

Unfermented Communion Wine” (Welch’s® Grape Juice).  

 The name “Methodist” itself began as a slur on the character of John and 

Charles Wesley and their band of companions they called the “Holy Club.” This 

small group of Oxford collegiates gathered weekly for prayer, Bible study, and sig-

nificant self-examination. It grew into many united societies within the Church of 

England, which stressed living a disciplined Christian life that included participa-

tion in the spiritual disciplines as well as intentional outreach among the prisons, 

the poor, and the sick.  

 But what “makes” a Methodist? Rather than identifying a group of doctrinal 

matters to which its followers assent, the Wesleys’ concern was that Methodists be a 

certain kind of people—people who take seriously the demands of caring for each 

other and the world while committing to living a life of prayer, worship, and study. 

We call this “holiness of heart and life.” At the core of this principle is a document 

developed in 1739 and retained essentially intact as one of our founding documents. 

It is called The General Rules of the United Societies. In summary, the rules are as 

follows: 

 There is only one condition previously required of those who desire admission 

into these societies: "a desire to flee from the wrath to come, and to be saved from 

their sins." But wherever this is really fixed in the soul it will be shown by its fruits.  

 It is therefore expected of all who continue therein that they should continue 

to evidence their desire of salvation,  

 First: By doing no harm, by avoiding evil of every kind, especially that which 

is most generally practiced…  

 Secondly: By doing good; by being in every kind merciful after their power; as 

they have opportunity, doing good of every possible sort, and, as far as possible, to all 

men…  

 Thirdly: By attending upon all the ordinances of God… 

Would you like to know more? In February, we begin a six week journey of 

exploration into the question, “What makes a Methodist?” We hope you’ll join Mary 

Jane and I in the Fellowship Hall beginning on Tuesday, February 1st and running 

for six consecutive Tuesdays at 7PM.

Scope of Congestive Heart Failure                              

Problems   

 Heart failure is the number one reason for hospitalization in 

the over 65 age group. 

 5.2 Million Americans have heart failure, that’s 1.5-2% of the popula-

tion in U.S. And approximately 500,000 new cases are diag-

nosed annually.  

  Congestive Heart failure may occur in one or both sides of 

the heart. As one side of the heart begins to fail the other side can 

continue to function normally. The increased strain  

on the heart can lead to heart failure. Congestive heart failure usually 

begins with the left side of the heart and progresses backward until 

the right side also fails.  

 The left side of the heart receives oxygen-rich blood from the 

lungs and pumps it to the rest of the body. When the left side of the 

heart begins to fail, the blood backs up in the lungs. Blood flow to the 

rest of the body may be impeded as well. With right-sided failure the 

heart is unable to effectively pump to the left side and blood flow 

backs up to other parts of the body including the legs and feet, liver, 

and the gastrointestinal tract.   

Signs and Symptoms:  

           Fatigue or weakness 

 Shortness of breath with or without activity 

 Difficulty breathing while lying flat ( you  have to use  

 pillows to breath better) 

 Rapid or irregular pulse 

 Edema or swelling of the legs, feet, ankles, abdomen,  

 liver, spleen, and lungs 

 A chronic dry or frothy cough that may be blood-  

 tinged or resemble foam 

 Nocturnal, or increased urination at night 

 Palpitations, or feeling your heart beat 

 Oliguria, a decreased in urine output 

 Unexplained or unintentional rapid weight gain 

 Distended or swollen neck veins. 

 Loss of appetite or indigestion  

 You feel sweaty  

 Causes of Heart Failure: 

 Coronary artery disease and myocardial infarction   

  (heart attack) 

 Cardiomyopathy (disease of heart muscle) 

 Hypertension ( high blood pressure) 

 Heart valve abnormalities (particularly the aortic and  

 mitral valves) 

 Heart arrhythmia (abnormal heart rhythm ) 

 Congenital heart defects (those occurring at birth) 

 Toxic substances (excessive alcohol and drug abuse) 

Other causes 

 hyperthyroidism 

 anemia  

 kidney disease 

 pregnancy 

 viral infections 

 myocarditis ( inflammation of the heart)  

     Because there are approximately 250,000 deaths directly or indi-

rectly related to heart failure each year, I write this article to inform 

you of the importance of calling 911 ASAP  

 if you experience any of these sign and symptoms. I would like to 

dedicate this article to my dad, Leroy A. McPherson who died from 

heart failure.
